	SA1 requirements describe both voice CAT and Multimedia CAT. In order to complete this requirement the stage 2 specification should also indicate that a solution exists for voice and not just dscribe the Multimedia Case.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	Clarify that the GMSC shall switch the call towards the CAT Server for Terminating voice CAT-B service and the originating MSC shall switch the call towards a CAT server for CAT-A service.
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	This CR is written independently from CR#226 as only common part is the new section heading – this is included as comment field in this CR to avoid any overlap. This CR is therefore dependant on the approval of 226 otherwise it needs to be revised to include the new section heading.

If the calling party subscriber supports the "CAT-A" service and the subscriber is in its Home PLMN and the originating MSC Server supports the optional CAT-A service it shall connect that calling Ue towards the CAT Server during alerting phase. The MSC Server is responsible for switching the user plane towards the CAT Server during alerting phase and then on receipt of answer message from the called party the MSC Server shall switch the user plane towards the called party and releasing the connection to the CAT Server.
NOTE1: 
the CAT Server is out of the scope of the 3GPP architecture and therefore the signalling procedures towards the CAT Server (if not collocated) are not described.
NOTE2: 
providing alerting tone at the calling party rather than from the called party network can cause voice clipping if the called party answers and speaks while the calling party network has not disconnected the inband alerting tone.

If the called party subscriber supports the "CAT-B" service and the GMSC Server supports the optional CAT-B service it shall connect the calling party to the CAT Server during alerting phase. The GMSC Server is responsible for switching the user plane towards the CAT Server during alerting phase and then on receipt of answer message from the called party the GMSC Server shall switch the user plane towards the called party and releasing the connection to the CAT Server.
