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Introduction
This discussion paper is to analysis on the extension of the BICC/ISUP protocol and asks to sends LS out to ITU-T SG11 to define the extensions.

Discussion
As per the conclusion from the feasibility study on CAT service in 3GPP CS domain, TR 29.882, it is required for the called party network (GMSC Server) get to know whether the calling party multimedia UE is multimedia CAT capable from the calling party network. To meet this requirement, Call Control Signaling Solution and MAP ATI Solution are raised in the feasibility study (3GPP TR 29.882). And as the conclusion in discussion paper C4-083437, only Call Control Signaling Solution is selected.

Because the BICC and ISUP protocol are maintained in ITU-T SG11, it is required to send an LS out to ITU-T SG11 for the definition of the extensions to conveying the calling party UE's capability.

Three possible ways for further the standardization:
a. Waiting for ITU-T definition and then continue the work in 3GPP

In this approach, the 3GPP work has to be hold and waiting for the complete of the definition in ITU-T. This will delay the 3GPP Rel-8 work on CS CAT.

b. Define the extension in 3GPP
3GPP defines the extension on BICC and ISUP protocols in scope of 3GPP. This is a most simple way for the work but definition may be potentially conflict with the further extension caused by some other SDOs.

c. Defines the extension in 3GPP and then refer to ITU-T specification after ITU-T completed the standardization
3GPP defines the extension on BICC and ISUP protocols in scope of 3GPP and get confirmation from ITU-T. The definition will be captured in 3GPP specifications, send an LS out to ITU-T SG11 to start the work in ITU-T SG11. After ITU-T SG11 complete the definition, the 3GPP specification can be updated to refer to the ITU-T specifications accordingly.

For not delaying the work in timeframe of Rel-8 in 3GPP, the third approach is proposed.
Conclusion & Proposal
It is proposed:

· To specify the definition for conveying the calling party's multimedia CAT capability in 3GPP specifications (3GPP TS 29.205), and

· To send an LS out to ITU-T SG11 for the standardization in ITU-T SG11.
· After the ITU-T has completed the definition, the 3GPP specifications can be updated to refer the ITU-T specifications accordingly.
