Abstract of document:

3GPP CT4 agreed that call control signalling evolutions were the preferred approach to exchange the new CAT indicators between the originating MSC and the GMSC. An LS was sent to ITU-T SG11 to request the corresponding evolutions by the CT4#42 meeting, as much as feasible.
An LS will have to be sent to ANSI to request the same evolutions as those that will be decided by ITU-T. 

Contentious Issues:

None if the required ISUP/BICC protocol evolutions can be standardized in due time. If not, there is no consensus to specify the Any Time Interrogation (impacts on TS 29.002) as an alternative.
