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1. Overall Description:

CT4 has discussed about signalling based trace activation in PDN GW, for the PMIP based S5/S8 interface. During the discussion, it was recognized that there are (at least) two alternative possibilities for this signalling:
- Either to include the relevant information element(s) to the PMIPv6 PDN connection creation and PMIPv6 PDN connection handover procedures (refer to the attached CR)

- Or transfer the information off-path, using the PCC architecture. 

CT4 recognized no clear stage 2 level description exists, which of the above option is to be used. 
2. Actions:

To SA2/SA5
ACTION: 
CT4 kindly asks SA5 to consider the signalling based trace activation/deactivation in EPC, in case of PMIP based S5/S8 signalling and take a decision, whether one or both of the above signalling paths are acceptable for the trace (de)activation purposes. 


CT4 kindly asks SA2 group to provide guidance on the most appropriate way of signalling the trace activation signalling between the Serving GW and PDN GW, in case of PMIP based S5/S8.
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
