HNB Name

HNB Name is a broadcast string in free text format that provides a human readable name for the Home NodeB or Home eNodeB CSG identity.
HNB Name is coded in UTF-8 format with variable number of bytes per character. The maximum length of HNB Name is 48 bytes.

HNB Unique Identity
HNB Unique Identity uniquely identifies a Home NodeB or Home eNodeB. The HNB Unique Identity shall take the form of a fully quallified domain name (FQDN) as specified in IETF RFC 1035 [19]. It shall consist of 5 labels:

<SNR>.<MAN>.hnb.3gppnetwork.org

where <MAN> is a Manufacturer Code issued by a central body and
where <SNR> is a unique Serial Number allocated by the H(e)NB manufacturer.
Manufacturers should allocate individual serial numbers <SNR> in such a way that all devices of the same type of Home NodeBs or Home eNodeBs are within a coherent range of numbers.
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
