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1. Overall Description:

SA1 has reviewed and discussed incoming LS S1-091342 on “LS on Value-Added Services for SMS service requirements”.  Below are SA1 responses to the questions in the LS:
1. Do the conditions for Short Message Forwarding only depend on data stored in the VAS Application Server (i.e. corresponding service is active for the subscriber, user's settings e.g. time period), or can this also depend on information from other nodes, e.g. the status of the subscriber which are not known to the VAS AS? E.g. is it required to support forwarding of Short Message when the Short Message can not be delivered to the terminating user (e.g. MS not reachable)?

[SA1 Answer]:  These conditions depend also on information stored in other nodes and, when, available, it shall
be possible to use it. 
2. Is it acceptable, when a terminating VAS service (whatever it is) is active, that the terminating SMS Node returns to the originating SMS node an acknowledgement which does not reflect the actual outcome of the delivery of the Short Message to the destination user? E.g. that an acknowledgement is returned before the Short Message is delivered to the destination user? 
[SA1 Answer]: The acknowledgement should reflect the actual outcome of the delivery of the SM.
