4.1
GTP-U Path

A GTP-U Path is used to multiplex one or more GTP-U Tunnels (see clause 4.2.1) carrying GTP-U messages (GTP-PDUs) over a GTP-U interface between pairs of GTP-U protocol entities. Each GTP-U Tunnel consists of two Tunnel Endpoints, each having a unique Tunnel Endpoint Identifier (TEID), IP address and UDP port. See figures 4.1-1 and 4.1-2 below.
NOTE:
One or more GTP-U Paths may exist between the two protocol entities.
