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1. Overall Description:
CT4 discussed the requirement in Step9 of Clause 5.3.3.2 in 3GPP TS 23.401 V8.7.0 (and V9.2.0):
The new MME adopts the bearer contexts received from the old MME/SGSN as the UE's EPS bearer contexts to be maintained by the new MME. If necessary, the new MME maps PDP contexts to the EPS bearers 1-to-1 and maps the pre-Rel-8 QoS parameter values of a PDP context to the EPS Bearer QoS parameter values of an EPS bearer as defined in Annex E. The MME establishes the EPS bearer(s) in the indicated order. The MME deactivates the EPS bearers which cannot be established.

CT4’s understanding is that as EPS Bearer QoS parameter is supported in S4 SGSN, there is no need to perform the mapping between pre-Rel-8 QoS parameter and EPS Bearer QoS parameter in the TAU/RAU/HO between MME and S4 SGSN. 
CT4 also understands that if mapping between pre-Rel-8 QoS parameter and EPS Bearer QoS parameter is not performed in the TAU/RAU/HO between MME and S4 SGSN, then the EPS Bearer QoS need not be included by the MME/S4 SGSN in the Modify Bearer Request message.
With this assumption, CT4 has conditionally agreed the attached CRs for 3GPP TS 29.274 that removes the Bearer QoS in Modify Bearer Request.

2. Actions:

To  3GPP TSG SA2.

ACTION: 

1. CT4 kindly asks SA2 to clarify whether QoS mapping is performed in the TAU/RAU/HO between MME and S4 SGSN?  
2. If the answer to the first action is “No”, CT4 kindly asks SA2 to make necessary corrections to remove the ambiguity in 3GPP TS 23.401. 

3. CT4 kindly asks SA2 to inform the CT about the agreement in SA2 so that the attached CT4 CRs can be approved. 
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
