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1. Introduction

IE/AVP Mapping
The IE/AVP mapping from GTP-Create Session Request (CSR) to Diameter-CC-Request (CCR) is performed just as PMIP-based S-GW creates Diameter-CCR from GTP-CSR which is sent from MME to S-GW. 

The only difference from GTP-CSR used over Gxc and S9 which IWP should care is the presence of “Subsession-Enforcement-Info” AVP.  The creation of S9 message from Gxc message is performed as so implemented in vPCRF.
