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1. Introduction
This P-CR contains a number of updates to the package status in this TS.
2. Reason for Change
During last CT4 Phoenix meeting, the version number of the ETSI H.248 profile of Ia interface was changed to Version 3. However, for version 3, the type, the document number and the title of this specification are also changed. This P-CR proposes the corresponding updates to this item.

With regard to H.248.37, the latest version that published in 2008 has replaced the former one, so there’s no “Revision 1” in the title of the formal Recommendation.

With regard to H.248.41 Amendment 1, the formal format of the Recommendation title should contain the published year of the H.248.41.

The reference chapter 2 also includes an editor’s note to check the status of ITU-T Recommendation H.248.14 when it is published. Recently, the status of this Recommendation was changed from “Pre-published” to “In force”, which means it is published by ITU-T formally. After a review of the published version of H.248.14, no procedure impacts on TS 29.334 are needed. This P-CR proposes to delete the editor’s note on this.
