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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thanks GERAN WG2 and SA3-LI for their LS’s regarding the progress of the Local Call Local Switch Feasibility Study.  CT4 would like to update GERAN WG2 and SA3-LI with the status after the CT4#47 meeting (9th – 13th September).  CT4 attach the latest draft of the Technical Report for your information.
CT4 has discussed the Call Identification and Correlation issue at length during CT4#47.  CT4 has determined that there are two ways of performing this function:

· Solution 2 in the TR:  Global Call Reference
· Solution 3 in the TR:  Global RAN-ID (Call-Leg-ID+Global RAN-ID)
A detailed analysis of these two solutions can be found within the Technical Report.  Furthermore, CT4 has had a high-level discussion on a potential enhancement to Solution 2.  This potential solution may allow the terminating-MSC to apply specific rules in order to determine whether the call is a local call or not.  For instance, a comparison of Network-ID, Node-ID, MSC in Pool, etc. may lead to the t-MSC deciding to send a reduced GCR to the BSS or determine not to send the GCR to the BSS at all.  This optimisation may lead to less impact on the BSS for calls that are not local.  Contributions on this solution are expected at the next CT4 meeting.
CT4 has also had a high-level discussion on a potential solution which may combine Solution 2 and Solution 3 (Use GCR and Global RAN-ID).  In this solution the Global RAN-ID could be used by the t-MSC in order to determine whether the call is local or not and therefore determine whether to send the GCR to the BSS.

CT4 request GERAN2 to give their opinion on the above detailed solutions.

CT4 would like to advise GERAN WG2 that CT4 was not able to gain consensus on a single solution during CT4#47.  This combined with the further work required to define handover scenarios, the impact on Lawful Intercept work which has not yet started in SA3-LI, and the large number of core network specifications that will be impacted for any chose solution; have lead CT4 to determine that normative modifications to core network specifications can not be achieved within the Release 9 timeframe.  CT4 will continue to progress the work on the Technical Report within the Release 9 timeframe in order to form conclusions for a single solution.  Normative Work can then be achieved within the Release 10 timeframe.
