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1. Overall Description:

TSG CT WG4 thanks ITU-T SG11 for their liaison regarding the support of CAT indicators and also the inclusion of the codepoint for the 3GPP Mobile Service Transport. 

Since 3GPP already finalised the specification of this MST prior to sending the original liaison in May, TSG CT WG4 would like to confirm that it has specified the MST in normative specification 3GPP TS 29.205 and would like to request that ITU-T reserve the code point and associated changes to include the Mobile Service Transport (MST) Application Transport Parameter (APP) to provide a generic mechanism for future mobile specific enhancements and therefore the reference "ETSI TS 129.205" shall be used to indicate the 3GPP reference for this APP.
TSG CT WG is now using this MST for Rel-9 features and thus requires the publication of this code point as early as possible.

Additionally TSG CT WG4 noticed an error in the implementation of the CAT Indicators, specifically that the number of octets reserved for the backward indicator should be 3 and not 1:
