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1. Overall Description:

CT4 would like to thank RAN2 for this input concerning reliable transmission of LPP message. CT4 agrees that the addition of an LCS-AP NON DELIVERY INDICATION message is possible over the SLs interface between the MME and E-SMLC. However, this addition is conditional on maintaining the stateless nature of the MME regarding LLP message transfer, and on the information that the eNB can deliver to the MME.
CT4 would like to add that during the investigation of solutions, it would be desirable for the E-SMLC to be able to identify exactly which APDU could not be delivered. One possible way to achieve this could be to receive the affected APDU in the NON DLEVIERY INDICATION message.
