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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thank SA2 for their LS on PCC and UDC.
CT4 have studied the two approaches outlined in TR 23.813 (S2-097362) and concluded that the alternative which considers the PCRF to become a Front-End in the UDC concept is the preferred approach. 
The PCRF meets the requirements of an application front end, i.e. it only stores user data temporarily while a session for the user is ongoing. When no session is ongoing for a user, no user data need to be kept in the PCRF. The SPR becomes part of the UDR which can be accessed by the PCRF-FE via Ud. There is no need to specify a dedicated Sp interface.
The other alternative, which considers the SPR to become a Front-End in the UDC concept is not preferred. An SPR-FE would be relegated to a pure protocol converter (SP <-> Ud) and thus does not meet requirements of application front ends in terms of it being an entity that performs application logic. This alternative would in addition require a standardization of the Sp interface for the only purpose of being able to define the conversion to Ud.
