The SOAP Binding for the Subscription/Notification mechanism is specified in Liberty ID-WSF SOAP Binding Specification [x5] with the exception that Diameter as described in clause A4.3 is used as a transport.

Subscription
The UDC Subscription mechanism is based on the Subscription mechanism specified in Liberty ID-WSF Subscriptions and Notifications specification [x6]
Embedded Subscriptions, i.e. a subscription embedded in a CRUD operation, shall not be supported over the Ud interface.
