Release planning issues:

Although Release 10 is still very fluid (Stage 1 is not frozen yet), it has become apparent that we can already predict a stage 2 and CT overload situation.  For this reason, a Release 10 prioritization exercise is planned for SA#47.  This will consider both SA2 and CT workload aspects.

The 2011 schedule will also be reviewed at SA#47.  In the mean time, the email exploder will be used to collect people’s concerns and consider various options.  The goal is to take a decision on the 2011 TSG schedule at SA#47.

Discussions are ongoing to shift the plenary in June 2011 by one week to allow 2 meetings in the first two quarters in 2011. The current planning of plenary dates allows only 1 meeting in the 2nd Quarter 2011. 2 meetings would be useful if we have to grand exceptions in march 2011 for Release 10.
In SA it was noted that, completing these short releases drives 3GPP very hard. We already know that Rel 10 (intended to be a short release) will be overloaded. The MCC statistics show that we are approving more CRs than ever before. The number of specifications continues to increase. The 3GPP workload cannot continue to increase indefinitely.
It is expected that Machine Type Communications will be a complex issue to manage and will require inter-TSG coordination.  SA will do this and the MCC was requested to generate a special MTC extract from the workplan.
