Mapping of procedures between GTP and PMIP
 6.0 General
This section deals with the mapping of procedures between GTP and PMIP.

In the non-3GPP case, the VPLMN is PMIP-based while the HPLMN is GTP-based. As a consequence, the process of mapping is as follows:

· All the UE-initiated procedures in non-3GPP access (as described in 3GPP TS 23.402[2]) must be mapped to S8-GTP-based procedures (as described in 3GPP TS 23.401[3]). 
· All the Network-initiated procedures for S8-GTP-based HPLMN must be mapped to corresponding non-3GPP access procedures.
