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1. Overall Description:

RAN-WG3 has discussed the coding of CDMA2000 related IEs in 36.413. RAN3 has come to the conclusion to handle the following CDMA2000 related IEs as described below.
1. CDMA2000 PDU IE

 This information is generated by UE and the CDMA2000 side, it will be transparent to eNB. 

2. CDMA2000 1xRTT RAND IE

  The eNB will transfer what is sent over the air interface (RRC) so when eNB send this information to MME, the coding will be only the RAND (32bits) as specified in 3GPP2 A.S0008-C.
RAN3 realise that in 29.277, the GCSNA PDU (which is correspondent to 1. CDMA2000 PDU IE in S1AP above), is specified as “passed transparently for the MME”.  RAN3 think that if both eNB and MME pass this information transparently, there will be neither eNB nor MME to code the A21 Element Identifier and Length. So RAN3 kindly ask CT4 to update their specification to follow the agreement in RAN3.
Further, for the 2. CDMA2000 1xRTT RAND ID IE (correspond to the Authentication Challenge Parameter (RAND) in 29.277, the MME need to code the rest of information i.e. A21 Element Identifier, length and Random Number Type as specified in 3GPP2 A.S0008-C. RAN3 also kindly ask CT4 to take appropriate action to their specification, if necessary.
