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1. Introduction
This P-CR address the case where a notification is to be sent to the same entity that has subscribed to the data change 
2. Reason for Change
When a data change occurs for which the notification should be sent to the same FE or FE cluster than the one that has subscribed to this data change, this notification is not needed. It reduces the notification traffic over Ud.

Enhancements to subscription to notification

11.a
Conditions on notifications
Currently, subscriptions to notifications over Ud do not allow to indicate any condition to require a notification. Hence, every time the data subscribed in the UDR changes, a notification is sent to the Front End, and the Front End possibly discards the notification if other conditions are not fulfilled.
It should be possible for an Application Front-End to request notifications about specific data changes only when certain conditions are met. The FE may indicate these conditions in the subscription request (e.g. request notifications when data A changes from value “x” to value “y” and data B contains value different from “z”).

11.b
Notifications to the data change originator
For a subscription to notification or a local configuration of the UDR specifying the Cluster (or the specific FE) to which a data change shall be notified, it shall be avoided that, when the data change is originated by a FE of this cluster (or this specific FE), a notification is sent to this cluster (or to this specific FE), as the FE at the origin of this change is already aware of it and doesn’t need to be notified. It represents a significant optimisation of the number of notifications that is not currently specified in 3GPP TS 23.335 [2].
Such behaviour may raise a backward compatibility, although it should be considered that FEs are not expecting to be notified about the changes they have originated. If the backward compatibility is confirmed, a possible solution is to define a new parameter in the Subscription procedure or in the local configuration of the UDR to prevent from such notifications.
