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1. Overall Description:

CT4 would like to update GERAN2 and SA3-LI on the progress of the Local Call Local Switch work item.  The feasibility study for Local Call Local Switch 3GPP TR 23.889, has now been approved by CT Plenary#49, although there some issues that were raised related to LCLS Correlation and SID frame transmission through the core network.  CT4 have agreed that these issues, and any potential further issues, shall now be resolved during the normative phase of the work and therefore TR 23.889 shall not be updated with any further contributions.
CT4 have started the normative work with the creation of a new Stage 2 specification in 3GPP TS 23.284, see version 0.1.0 in attachment C4-102844.  CT4 are pleased to state that an agreement has now been reached on the method for Call Leg Correlation. The main principles are stated below, however please refer to section 4.3 of 3GPP TS 23.284 for the normative text:-

· The inclusion of the GCR and LCLS-Configuration on A-interface messages shall indicate a request from the MSC server to the BSS shall attempt to correlate the call leg.  

· During Call Establishment, Intra-BSS Call Detection and Intra-Network Call Detection are optional in the terminating BSS and the terminating MSC.
· If the terminating MSC supports Intra-BSS or Intra-Network Call Detection and determines that the call is not an intra-BSS or Intra-Network call, then it shall send the optional LCLS-Correlation-Not-Needed Information Element.
· On receipt of the optional LCLS-Correlation-Not-Needed Information Element, the terminating BSS may:-

· ignore the LCLS-Correlation-Not-Needed Information Element and perform call leg correlation, or 
· not perform call leg correlation and only store the GCR

In order to progress work in timely manner, CT4 kindly ask GERAN2 to draft Stage 3 change requests to the relevant specifications with the information contained within the draft Stage 2 specification, in order to gain consensus on whether they are technically correct.  

In regards to Lawful Intercept, CT4 have not considered any new alternatives and therefore believe that the standardisation of both options shall be done.

· Restrict the usage of LCLS when lawful Intercept is applied

· Bi-cast user plane data for LCLS calls when lawful intercept is applied

CT4 is currently developing the procedures to enable this functionality within 3GPP TS 23.284, but do not intend to add a specific section for Lawful Intercept within this specification.  Upon completion of these procedures, CT4 will kindly request that SA3-LI update their specifications to utilise the procedures to bi-cast an LCLS call when Lawful Intercept is applied.
CT4 will continue to update GERAN2 and SA3-LI on the progress of the normative work within CT4.
2. Actions:

To GERAN2 group.

ACTION: 
CT4 kindly asks GERAN2 group to take note of the draft Stage 2 specification 3GPP TS 23.284v0.1.0 and draft Stage 3 change requests to the relevant specifications to gain consensus on whether they are technically correct. CT4 will continue to update GERAN 2 on the progress of the normative work within CT4.
To SA3-LI group.

ACTION: 
CT4 kindly asks SA3-LI group to take note that CT4 have not currently considered a further alternative for Lawful Intercept and that CT4 shall standardise the mechanisms that SA3-LI can reference to apply Lawful Intercept for LCLS calls.  CT4 shall update SA3-LI on the progress of this work when it is stable enough to be referenced.
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
