End Marker

End Marker message shall be sent as specified in 3GPP TS 23.401 [5]. The End Marker message shall be sent for each GTP-U tunnel (multiple messages). The End Marker message indicates the end of the payload stream on a given tunnel, i.e. a G-PDU that arrives after an End Marker message on this tunnel may be silently discarded. Table 7.3.2-1 specifies the information element included in the End Marker message. If an End Marker message is received with a TEID for which there is no context, then the receiver shall ignore this message and discard it.
The optional Private Extension contains vendor or operator specific information.
