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1. Overall Description:

In 3GPP TS23.272 (section 7.5), it is specified that “The procedure (Roaming Retry Procedure) in this section is applied for mobile terminated calls where the MSC, to which the UE sends the LAU, is different from the MSC that sent the paging message to the UE”. So, the Roaming Retry procedure for CSFB is necessary in order to avoid mobile terminated call drops at Location Area boundaries. 
CT4 has discussed the following two issues associated to this procedure:
1) Operators need to upgrade all their legacy MSCs and HLRs to support the Roaming Retry procedure,
2) For international roaming, the end-to-end call setup time may be increased significantly due to routing twice between different PLMNs. This can impact the subscribers’ service experience.

CT4 has started to evaluate the solution 2 described in C4-103060 (attached). 
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
CT4 would like to receive comments from SA2 on those problems, and inputs on how frequent a CSFB scenario should lead the UE to reselect a cell controlled by a different MSC than the MSC which originated the paging message, and on whether CT4 should pursue the study of possible improvements, e.g. based on the aforementioned solution 2.
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
