Elections for a new CT and SA leadership team will be held at CT #51 and SA#51.  The formal call for candidates will be issued in the late January to early February time frame.
SA Plenary
Summary of discussions at SA#50 relevant for CT4 
· SA moved the 3GPP vocabulary document (TR 21.905) directly under the control of SA.  This will facilitate updates to the documents to align terminology with the ITU-R LTE Advanced submission.  CRs against 21.905 coming from other TSGs or WGs are expected at SA#51, so that 21.905 can be provided to ITU-R for use in M.1224.

· The Common IMS specification list (TS 21.202) was amended to indicate that a specification did not need to be used by all organizations adopting Common IMS to be on the list. (SP-100871).

· TEI (Technical Enhancements and Improvements) is a work code that is used for small system changes that do not require the creation of a work item for coordination.  The WGs were advised that when deciding if a change was sufficiently “small” for TEI, that they should take into consideration not only the changes within their WG, but also any downstream changes that would be required to implement the change.  If a small change in a stage 1 or 2 specification will likely lead to a large change in subsequent stages, then TEI should not be used.

Communication with other groups

· The BBF (BroadBand Forum) requested a 2nd workshop with 3GPP to further the fixed mobile convergence work between the organizations.  While there was general support for a workshop, the scope was unclear and the suggested dates were too soon.  SA1 and SA2 were tasked with proposing the scope, goals, and timing of a 2nd workshop with BBF (SP-100875).

· The ITU-R Ad-hoc will have to face-to-face meeting on 13-14 January, to progress work on the LTE-Advanced submission to ITU-R.  While this submission is primarily a RAN issue, CT and SA specs are included in the informative part of the submission.  The CT and SA chairs will act as focal points for any CT and SA TSGs issues respectively. Any desired changes to CT or SA parts of the submission should be communicated to them.  The latest draft of the submission is in RP-101382.

· An incoming LS from GERAN with questions on EAB (Extended Access Barring) triggered extensive discussions on the requirements and behaviour of EAB. The results of the discussions are captured in a CR SP-100893 to TS 22.011 which was approved at SA.  A LS was sent to SA1 asking them to refine the work on EAB (if required) and communicate back to GERAN so that GERAN can progress their work on EAB (SP-100898).

Release 10
· Since SA#51 is the target date for Rel-10, WGs should provide exception sheets to the SA plenary for any Rel-10 functionality not completed by SA#51.

Release 11 schedule

· The scope of the Rel-11 Machine Type Communications (SIMTC) is currently too ambitious.  A more detailed level of project management is required for SIMTC.  It was agreed that SA1 and SA2 would work together to group and prioritize candidate functionality for SIMTC.  SA#51 will review the potential SIMTC work packages and establish some priorities to guide the work.
