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1. Overall Description:
CT4 would like to get clarifications with respect to the following SA2 and CT1 requirements:

TS 23.401, 
“If the NAS session management requests contain a low access priority indication, the MME shall forward the low access priority indication in the request message to the PGW. The low access priority indication may be included in charging records by the visited and home networks. In order to permit the S-GW to include the low access priority indicator in the charging records, the low access priority indicator should be stored in the MME EPS Bearer contexts and should be passed as part of these contexts to other SGSN/MME or S-GW nodes in mobility management procedures.”
TS 24.301/ TS 24.008: when the device properties (which include the low access priority indication) change in the UE, the UE shall initiate a TAU/ RAU to update the network. 

Q1:
Can the value of the low access priority indication change during the lifetime of a PDN connection within the scope of Release 10? 
Q2: If yes, should the MME/SGSN trigger S4/S11 signalling towards the SGW and PGW (for correct charging in the SGW and PGW) if the value of the Low Access Priority indication received in the TAU/RAU has changed? 
Q3:  TS 23.401 requires to handle the low priority access indication per PDN connection, e.g. the low access priority indication is transferred over the S3/S10/S16 interface per PDN connection during inter-node mobility. However the TAU/RAU request received over NAS signalling does not contain the low access priority indication per PDN connection but is, in Rel-10, common for all UEs PDN connections. CT4 assumes that the low access priority indication needs to be transferred in the Context Response during TAU/RAU procedure to preserve the low access priority indication per PDN connection for future proof. 
1) Is that understanding correct? 
2) How shall the MME/SGSN then process the low access priority indication it may receive in the TAU/RAU request? 
3) Should the MME/SGSN apply the low access priority indication received in the TAU/RAU request to all the active PDN connections of the UE?
Q4. Should the low access priority indication be included in every GTP message used for requesting the allocation of network (SGW/PGW) resources, including both PDN connection establishment and dedicated bearer establishment. E.g. should the low access priority indication be defined in the GTP Bearer Resource Command to the PGW or in the Update PDP Context Request message to the GGSN if the UE includes this indication in NAS signalling when requesting the establishment of a dedicated bearer/a secondary PDP context or modification of a PDP context?
Q5. Should the MME/SGW forward the low access priority indication to the PGW if provided by UE in the NAS messages, even if Low Access Priority Indication has not been changed?
