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1. Overall Description:

During their discussion in the course of SRVCC on the need of defining the Correlation MSISDN (C-MSISDN) on per UE  to be able to correlate calls in IMS and CS domains a general question was raised regarding the validity of a ”shared MSISDN” understood as an MSISDN shared by multiple UEs (identified by IMSIs). Since it is possible in the IMS domain to have a shared IMPU, it was expected a shared MSISDN to be valid. But CT4 would know the opinion of SA1 and SA2 on the following questions:
1) Could an MSISDN be shared between several UEs at all?
2) Is a shared MSISDN being defined in the 3GPP specifications? 


a)    If yes, could SA1 and SA2 provide information where it is defined?
b) If no, do SA1 and SA2 see the concept of shared MSISDN in CS domain having any functional and/or architecture impacts to be fixed in standards or do they see this concept as protocol issue only? 

Please note that shared MSISDN being already commercially deployed some vendors and operators in CT4 see the need the concept be carefully analyzed on possible impacts and be standardized.
