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1. Overall Description:

Subclause 9.2.2 in 3GPP TS 23.060 specifies the following PDP context activation scenario:

1. A GGSN delivers PCO to the SGSN with Create PDP Context Response. PCO includes e.g. DNS addresses and other vital for UE info.
2. The SGSN tries to setup a RAB before sending Activate PDP Context Accept to the UE. 

3. If RNC downgrades the QoS, then the SGSN shall send Update PDP Context Request to the GGSN before sending Activate PDP Context Accept to the UE. Therefore, at this point in time the original PCO from GGSN still has not reached the UE.

4. It is permitted that the GGSN may send the optional PCO to the SGSN with Update PDP Context Response message to the SGSN. The GGSN may send the PCO with different content, than the PCO in the above step 1.
5. The SGSN needs to forward the PCO to the UE with Activate PDP Context Accept message, but the SGSN has received two PCO values. Unless these values are identical, the SGSN cannot make a right selection, because PCO is transparent for the SGSN. 

The above mentioned problem may be resolved if in the above step 3 the SGSN sends the optional Common Flags IE to the GGSN and sets the "No QoS negotiated" bit, as specified by CRs 1175-78 to TS 23.060 from Rel-7 onwards.
