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1. Overall Description:

CT3 thanks SA2 for their LS on interface requirements between ATCF and ATGW.
SA2 has informed that the ATGW can be collocated with IMS-AGW, TrGW, P-GW, or CS-MGW, and has requested CT3 and CT4 to update their corresponding specifications if it is determined that additional protocol extensions are needed to the existing reference point between the ATGW and ATCF.

CT3 believes that CT4 will analyse and comment potential impacts for the H.248 profiles for the Iq, Ix, and Mc reference points towards the IMS-AGW, TrGW, and CS-MGW, respectively.
CT3 therefore only analysed the usage of the P-GW as ATGW. The P-GW is connected via the PCC Gx reference point (TS 29.212) towards the PCRF, which is in turn connected via the PCC Rx reference point (TS 29.214) with the P-CSCF, that would then act as ATCF.

CT3 believes that substantial extensions to PCC functionality and the Gx and Rx protocols would be required that are not feasible in frozen Rel-10. Stage 2 work in SA2 TS 23.203 would be required as a first step.

Required functionality which is not yet supported by PCC includes:
· Assignment of IP address and port at the P-GWat the interface towards the UE and communication of the assigned IP address and port via Rx and Gx interface towards the P-CSCF.

· Transcoding at the P-GW and related control via Gx and Rx reference points.
