Basic Sequence for BSS Internal Handover that Does Not Modify LCLS Status of a Locally Switched Call
Figure 8.4.5.7.2.1 shows the message sequence example for the BSS Internal Handover that Does Not Modify LCLS Status of a Locally Switched Call. 

In the example, the MSC server receives the Internal Handover Required message and requests the MGW to reserve an RTP bearer termination (TT) using the Reserve and Configure RTP Connection Point procedure with specific flow directions. 
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Figure 8.4.5.7.2.1: BSS Internal Handover for AoIP that Does Not Modify LCLS Status of a Locally Switched Call
1.
The BSS detects internal handover request that does not change the LCLS status for the locally switched call. The BSS performs the internal handover and not to request MSC.
2.
BSS-1 sends the Handover Complete message to MSC-1 Server to indicate LCLS-BSS-Status is set to "Call is locally switched".
2a.
BSS-2 informs the MSC-2 server that the call has been locally switched via LCLS_Notification message.. 
NOTE:
No core network signalling happens as there’s no change to the LCLS status.
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
