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1. Overall Description:

CT4 would like to thank SA2 for the reply LS (S2-114653/C4-112613) on the unaccepted PDN connections during the handover procedure.
CT4 has re-investigated and re-discussed the scenarios where some default bearers were not accepted by the target eNodeB/RNC during the handover procedure during CT4#55bis E-meeting. CT4 believed that the scenario can be separated into two cases. In the first case, some default bearers are accepted by the target MME/S4-SGSN, but not accepted by the target eNodeB/RNC. In the second case, some default bearers are not accepted by the target eNodeB/RNC and target MME/SGSN.
For the first case, CT4 has proposed three alternatives in the LS (C4-112200/S2-113905) and SA2 has proposed one more alternative in the reply LS (S2-114653/C4-112613). SA2 indicated that the target MME/S4-SGSN shall initiate the unaccepted PDN connection release for this case in the reply LS (S2-114653/C4-112613).
For the second case, CT4 has investigated this case and believed that this case can exist if the UE handovers to a limited area and has emergency and non-emergency PDN connections, e.g. the UE handovers to a non-CSG cell as specified in the section 4.3.12.3 of TS23.401. CT4’s understanding is that the target MME will not send the Create Session Request message to the target SGW for the non-emergency PDN connections or even the target SGW will reject the Create Session Request message for the non-emergency PDN connections since the IMEI is used as an identified and IMSI is marked as unauthenticated in the Create Session Request message if the UE handovers to a limited area.  Based on this, CT4 believes that the target MME/S4-SGSN can not initiate the unaccepted PDN connections release.
2. Actions:

To SA2 group.

ACTION: 
CT4 kindly asks SA2 to take the above analysis into account and give a clear guideline on the unaccepted PDN connection handling for the scenario where some default bearers /PDN connections of the UE are not accepted by the target eNodeB and/or target MME.
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
