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Introduction
In the stage 3 specification process of the ”autonomous CSG roaming in a visited PLMN” feature,   several different acronym or  naming conventions have appeared in different CRs. This paper aims to finalise some choice in the naming conventions used to identify information elements. 
Identification of CSG subscription data 
· the expression  “VSCG subscription data” where VCSG means “visited CSG”  is used to identify the CSG subscription stored in the CSS. This wording is somewhat misleading as the CSG subscription data downloaded from the HSS also contains the CSG subscription data for the Visited network where the user is registered, so can be considered as VCSG subscription data.
· Before the introduction of the   “autonomous CSG roaming in a visited PLMN” , only the “CSG Subscription data” expression was used and was referring to the  CSG Subscription data stored in HSS, but as the CSS is also storing CSG subscription data, this expression is also ambiguous.
· other CRs uses the “CSG subscription data from HSS” and “CSG subscription data from HSS” expressions, here the distinction is clear, but the expressions are a bit long and may have some ambiguity as in the following sentence:”the MME or SGSN shall delete all the stored CSG subscription data from CSS“.
·  another possibility would be to use “CSS CSG subscription data” and “HSS CSG subscription data” that also gives rather  long expressions.
· Another possibility is to use “AR-CSG subscription data” for “autonomous roaming CSG subscription data” and continue to use “CSG subscription data” for those received from the HSS.
Proposal

· There is no straightforward naming. Alcatel-Lucent is currently using the “CSG subscription data from HSS” and “CSG subscription data from HSS” expressions and would propose to use these expressions and if there is some ambiguity to avoid it by additional text : e.g. the MME or SGSN shall delete all the stored CSG subscription data previously received from CSS.
It is also proposed to define these terms in the section 3 Definitions.
