	According to stage 2 in TS 23.402, S2c data integrity protection creation depends on whether the UE is connected to a trusted non-3GPP network or not. The HA needs to be aware of the trust relationship of the UE in order to initiate the child SA establishemnt procedure.
In S2c scenario, the SA may be established before the UE connects to a non-3GPP access network, e.g., the UE establishes PDN connection in 3GPP access network, and establishes SA with the HA, and then performs handover to the non-3GPP access network. In this case, how the HA is able to know the trust relationship is undefined.
A new AVP as Trust-Relationship-Only is defined in RAR command for the 3GPP AAA Server to indicate to the PGW that the procedure is ony for trust relationship indication, and the PGW shall not perform any authorization procedure towards the UE. A code needs to be allocated.
