Routing considerations


This clause specifies the use of the Diameter routing AVPs Destination-Realm and Destination-Host.

For MO Forward SM messages:

-
if the MME, from the SMS-SC address received from the UE, can derive the address/name of the SMS-IWMSC for a certain user and the associated home network domain name, both the Destination-Realm and Destination-Host AVPs shall be present in the request.

-
otherwise the MME shall derive the home network domain name from the user's IMSI (MNC and MCC values) to construct the Home Network Realm/Domain, as indicated in 3GPP TS 23.003 [3], clause 19.2, and use it as Destination-Realm.

Consequently, the Destination-Host AVP is declared as optional in the ABNF for all requests initiated by an MME. 
For MT Forward SM messages:
· if the SMS-GMSC has received a Diameter address/name associated to the MSC number in the answer to its interrogation to the HSS/HLR for retrieving routing information, it shall use it to populate the Destination-Realm and Destination-Host AVPs.

Otherwise, the SMS-GMSC shall use a MAP based interface to route the MT message, on the basis of the received MSC number.

· If the SMS Router has received a Diameter address/name associated to the MSC number from the HSS/HLR, it shall use it to populate the Destination-Realm and Destination-Host AVPs.
Otherwise, the SMS Router shall use a MAP based interface to route the MT message, on the basis of the received MSC number.
Consequently, the Destination-Host AVP is declared as mandatory in the ABNF for all requests initiated by an SMS-GMSC or a SMS router.
