CT4 has specified the new Service Class Indicator GTP-U extension header in the attached CR (C4-121789) according to the LS received from SA2 on SIRIG.

As requested by SA2, standardised SCI values have been reserved for future releases.

Additionally, CT4 assumes that SIRIG is supported in roaming case for both local breakout and home routed traffic, and thus that the SCI shall also be defined on the Gp and S8 roaming interfaces, which is captured in the agreed CR. However, CT4 noted that SA2 has removed the NOTE for the roaming case and did not add the roaming interfaces for home routed traffic in their normative text.

CT4 kindly ask SA2 to update their specification or to respond to CT4 if this is an incorrect assumption.

The Chairman was happy that CT4 had provided their updated ToR but as the other WGs had not he asked for the other WGs to look at their Terms of Reference for their WG provide any updates as needed and try to get some commonality across the CT WGs for these.

SA Plenary

Summary of discussions at SA#56 relevant for CT4 
Managing Releases
Considerations on Managing the SA WG2 Work Load in Release 12 and on Managing WIDs Spanning Multiple Releases
(1) SA#58 will include a workshop to consider the scope and goals of Release 12 (for all work in scope of SA, not only SA2). Following the workshop, SA will conduct a 'top-down' review of work in SA2 which in practice will not be a prioritization activity, but may involve identifying work for which there is limited support. If this is possible, some work items may be left off the SA2#95 agenda until SA#59 when a full 'SA2 Project Review' will occur. 

For details on the SA Workshop please see the proposal, approved by SA [SP-120658].

(2) SA#59 will include a SA2 Project Review which will result in a set of prioritized work and study items for further work in SA2. It is expected that further prioritization may need to be done in SA at SA#60 as it becomes clear how much time each activity requires and the total time available for Release 12 work remains. This Project Review will be 'bottom up' considering the status of each work and study item, building block, etc., the output of the Workshop and the expected amount of time required to the objectives in the associated WID.

(3) The SA2 report to SA#57 requested a decision from SA as to whether to continue to seek a solution for BBAI BB1 Local IP Address signalling, to enable selection of the proper policy node in the BBF access. SA decided to give SA2 more time, until SA#58, to seek a solution that is agreeable to all parties (SA2, SA3, CT4, RAN3). SA2 will report progress to SA#58.

(1) SA gathered all replies to the GSMA Application Task Force LS requesting feedback on related work. Any further action in 3GPP will occur as initiated by 3GPP member companies following the normal process for approving new work.

(2) The WiFi Alliance responded to an LS from SA on setting up a repository with general access to delegates active in 3GPP standards development on the WLAN_NS topic. This has been accomplished.
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
