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Introduction
At CT4#59 an LS from SA4#71 was received (C4-122460) indicating that SA4 proposed to require SDP negotiation for AVPF and CCM. The intention is that the CN should then not use RTCP-fb if it has not been negotiated in SDP offer/answer. Since this is proposed to be introduced in Rel-8 SA4 has asked CT4 if this causes any problems. CT4 postponed this LS to CT4#60 to give companies time to consider the impacts. However SA4 requires a reply to their SA4#72 meeting which occurs at the same time. 

Proposed Solution
RTCP-fb SDP attribute is introduced into the H.248 profiles from Rel-10 onwards (during ECN feature introduction) despite the use of RTCP-fb not be limited to ECN. From the stage 3 protocol perspective the support is optional. The Stage 2 procedures do not detail this support and so it is proposed that the SDP attribute could be added to the profiles from Rel-8 with a reference to the related sub-clause in TS 26.114 as per the CR attached to the LS from SA4. 

As for the use of RTCP-fb for ECN this has to date been unspecified to be dependent on SDP negotiation so it could be argued that such a change would be backward incompatible. However this is the purpose of the changes in SA4 to clarify that 3GPP solution should be dependent on negotiation. It should be further discussed if anything needs to be stated at H.248 stage 2 level or if it is sufficient to refer to TS 26.114.
Conclusion

CRs have been submitted to add the optional SDP attribute RTCP-fb to H.248 profiles which should be approved to provide alignment with the proposed SA4 CR (linked).
An LS needs to be sent early during this week to SA4 to permit the agreement of their CRs.
