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1. Introduction

During the last CT4 meeting, an offline meeting was held with the aim to review the IETF draft "Diameter Overload Control Requirements" (draft-ietf-dime-overload-reqs-03).  This contribution provides modifications to REQ26 of draft-ietf-dime-overload-reqs-05 and proposes a new requirement for consideration in TR 29.809.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to discuss and agree to the following changes for consideration in TR 29.809.

REQ26
The mechanism SHOULD allow session request prioritization and offer general guidance on which message types might be desirable to send or process over others during an overload condition.  For example, it may be more beneficial to process messages for existing sessions ahead of new sessions, or to give priority to messages associated with emergency or high priority sessions.  
* * * Next Change * * * *

REQxx (New)
The mechanism SHOULD be able to exempt emergency or high priority (e.g., MPS) sessions from overload controls up to the point where further exemption causes network instability, consistent with REQ7.
