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1. Overall Description:

CT4 discussed the use of ECN in the context of MPS for Release 11 capability, and agreed that the use of ECN for MPS should be a network option, based on the service provider’s local policy. Details concerning this conclusion are provided in C4-130798.
CT4 discussed how to document this capability. CT4 discussed potential modifications to the relevant 3GPP CT3 and CT4 H.248 interface (e.g., Iq, Ix, Mn) stage 2 specifications with text along the following lines: “For a call/session that is MPS marked, the MGC may or may not request the MGW to enable ECN based on service provider’s local policy”. However, CT4 agreed that this capability should alternatively be specified in TS 23.228 by SA2, to allow the propagation of such information across other (SIP) interfaces, rather than exempting MPS from ECN over the H.248 interfaces.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
CT4 asks SA2 to document such an interaction in TS 23.228. As a network option, the ability to enable or disable the ECN feature for MPS is intended to avoid MPS calls from being impacted adversely during congestion.
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
