	Reason for change:
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	When the IMS-ALG and the IMS-AGW support the coordination of video orientation and if the IMS-ALG has received the SDP offer with:

· "a=extmap" attribute indicating CVO URN for a 2 bit granularity of rotation; and

· "a=extmap" attribute indicating CVO URN for a higher granularity of rotation 
then the SDP offer forwarded by the IMS-ALG should contain both CVO related "a=extmap" attributes.
The current text in subclause 5.15 specifies that IMS-ALG will forward SDP with unmodified "a=extmap" attribute. 
Since it might be understood as the IMS-ALG should include in the forwarded SDP offer exactly one of the offered CVO related "a=extmap" attributes the requirement related to the forwarding of the SDP body needs to be corrected.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	Requirement related to the forwarding of the SDP body is corrected to include the case when the forwarded SDP offer contains both CVO related "a=extmap" attributes.
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	Misleading text leaves the requirement open to interpretation, leading to incorrect implementations.

Coordination of Video Orientation
The IMS-ALG and IMS-AGW may support the Coordination of Video Orientation (CVO) as defined in 3GPP TS 26.114 [21]. If the IMS-ALG receives SDP containing "a=extmap" attributes (can receive for the basic CVO and optionally the additional granularity CVO), as defined in IETF RFC 5285 [23], and "a=extmap" attribute indicates a CVO URN then the IMS-ALG supporting the CVO feature shall:

-
include the RTP header extension attribute as defined in IETF RFC 5285 [23] when seizing resources in the IMS-AGW to indicate to the IMS-AGW that it shall allow the RTP header extension for CVO to pass; and

-
forward the SDP with unmodified "a=extmap" attribute(s) in succeeding SIP interface SDP negotiation.
NOTE:
for earlier releases the behaviour for an IMS-AGW receiving RTP extended header is unspecified and cannot be ensured that it will be passed on to outgoing RTP streams.
