5. 1
Functional objectives  

It is indicated if an objective is mandatory, recommended or optional.

The main requirements objectives that the solutions offering P-CSCF restoration enhancements should cover are the following:
· Avoid  signalling peaks (mandatory);
· Avoid loosing new sessions  (e.g. voice, multimedia originating or terminating calls) (mandatory):
-
for SMS, it is acceptable that the SMS may be delivered later;
- 
 for other IMS services such as telepresence, it is acceptable to have some losses;
-
for existing sessions, as according to 3GPP TT 23.820 subclause 4.3, it is acceptable that they may be interrupted ;
· Minimize the number of entities and signalling interfaces which will be involved (recommended):
· -
in particular avoid  to add load to HSS (recommended);
· -
Minimize the additional signalling (recommended):
· -
in particular on the radio interface;
· Avoid or minimize the impacts  on the UEs :
· - 
In particular the GSMA IR92 compliant UEs;
· Cover the different type of access used with IMS, so 3GPP access, non3GPP access and fixed lines (recommended);
· Enhance the reliability by covering partial P-CSCF failures (recommended) ;
· Avoid dependency on HPLMN for restoration procedures of a P-CSCF in VPLMN (recommended).

Aspects of the solution  

When describing the solution, the following aspects are to be covered: 
· Detecting the failure; which entity detects the failure? How? 
· Managing the impact of restoration such as order of indication to UEs, actions required, timing;
· Indicating the need for restoration to the restoration initiating entity: how is this information transferred? 
· Handling of new originating and terminated sessions.
