As part of its work on "Extended IMS media plane security features and TCP related NAT traversal support; IMS H.248 profiles aspects", CT4 agreed to introduce the optional support of the TCP merge mode procedure to the IMS-ALG/IMS-AGW to enable end-to-end TCP connectivity in presence of remote NAT, e.g. the establishment of an MSRP session (with or w/o IMS media security) between two IMS UEs both located behind a remote firewall/NAT. See TR 29.828 subclauses 4.4.2.3 and 4.4.2.1.1, and Figure 4.4.2.1.1.5.
