1. Overall Description:

CT4 is working on the P-CSCF restoration enhancement, and along with the study, some possible impacts on SIP during terminating procedure for P-CSCF restoration are expected as follows:
· Inclusion of IMSI of the corresponding subscriber in the terminating SIP requests (e.g. SIP INVITE) when the S-CSCF sends the message to the P-CSCF for further routing to the PCRF.
This can be done by addition of IMSI in the Route header field of the SIP message, or with introduction of the Authorization header field into the terminating SIP requests, and the IMSI can be coded in the "username" header field parameter in the Authorization header field in accordance with 3GPP TS 24.229.
· Addition of a specific indication for P-CSCF Restoration in the terminating SIP requests may be needed, e.g. add a new parameter into the Route header field of the SIP message, similar as done with addition of "orig" parameter in the Route header field in a SIP request to indicate if this request is for an originating procedure.
· A new (or modified) error code from a partial failure P-CSCF to the S-CSCF to identify corresponding subscriber registration data is not available and P-CSCF recovery is needed.
CT4 would like to check with CT1 if the above impacts on SIP can be limited within 3GPP or IETF work might be needed, or if there are other ways for the enhancement

CT4 kindly asks CT1 to evaluate if the enhancements to SIP for P-CSCF restoration could work or if there are other preferred way to introduce IMSI and/or the indication for P-CSCF restoration in the terminating SIP request and the specification work can be done within 3GPP or IETF has to be involved.
