Introduction

The PC6 reference point is defined between a ProSe Function in the HPLMN and a ProSe Function in a different PLMN of the same country.

The PC7 reference point is defined between ProSe Function in the HPLMN and a ProSe Function in a different PLMN in another country.

The definition of the PC6/PC7 reference points and related functionalities are given in 3GPP TS 23.303 [x].

The ProSe Reference architecture is given in excerpt of the ProSe architecture defined in 3GPP TS 23.303 [x]. An excerpt of this architecture is shown in Figure 4.1-1 to highlight the relevant inter ProSe Functions reference points.
