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	Reason for change:
	Some of the SIP procedures specified in TS 24.229 are based on the assumption that the default IMPU is a SIP-URI:

- Subscription to reg-event by P-CSCF: 24.229 requests that the P-CSCF shall set the request URI of the SUBSCRIBE request to the default IMPU. If this is a Tel URI, the P-CSCF does not know how to forward the request since there is no domain name it could resolve to get the IP address of the I-CSCF.
- Construction of Public GRUUs: LTE devices often register with an IMPU that is derived from USIM information. These derived IMPUs are for registration only and are barred for ordinary communication. If the UE requests a Public GRUU, the standard specifies that the Public GRUU must be constructed from the default IMPU, if the original IMPU used for registration is barred. The construction principle of a GRUU only works for SIP URIs, however.
Also the latest version of 24.229 states in clause 5.1.1.3:

“NOTE 2: The subscription information stored in t he HSS ensures that the default public user identity is a SIP URI.”

6.5.1.1
Registration

The notification of a registration of a Public User Identity implies the registration of the corresponding implicitly registered Public User Identity set. The user information downloaded in the response contains the Public User Identities of the implicitly registered Public User Identity set with the associated service profiles. This allows the S-CSCF to know which Public User Identities belong to the implicitly registered Public User Identity set. The S-CSCF shall take from the set of implicitly registered Public User Identities the first identity which has the syntax of a SIP URI and which is not barred, and use this as the default Public User Identity.
