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Background:
Purpose of this document is to try to clarify whether there are still open itmes for work item [MMTel_T.38_FAX].

Discussion:
There were essentially three T.38 related items, subject of discussion in CT3/CT4 in the past year(s):
1. profiling T.38 parameter values;
2. additional support of V.34-capable Group 3 facsimile equipment ("super-fax"), leading to support of V.34-capable T.38 endpoints by 3GPP H.248 media gateways involved in fax-over-IP calls (i.e,, IM-MGW); and
3. additional support of transport level security for T.38 IFP/UDPTL packets, which results in using DTLS/UDP (instead of unsecured UDP only).

The first two items were already addressed by new Annex K in 29.163 and correspondent H.248 profile updates. V.34-G3FE is now optionally supported, as well as the associated T.38 version 4.
The 3rd item (DTLS layering) was covered within work item [eMEDIASEC].

The ITU-T did recently approve
Recommendation ITU-T T.38 Amendment.1 (10/2014), "Procedures for real-time Group 3 facsimile communication over IP networks: New Appendix VI, clarifications and corrections",
which 
1. introduces additions and corrections to the Recommendation,
2. adds clause 11, "Security considerations",
3. adds Appendix VI, "Security considerations from historical perspective"; and
4. captures Implementers Guide items (05/2012) and 
5. captures Erratum 1 (04/2013) to Recommendation ITU-T T.38 (09/2010).

It would be therefore beneficial to update the existing T.38 reference(s),
