The Authorized-Discovery-Range AVP is of type Unsigned32 and it shall contain a value that indicates the authorised announcing range (short/medium/long) at which the UE is allowed to announce in the given VPLMN according to the defined announcing authorisation policy for this UE. Refer to 3GPP TS 24.334 [16] for the policy handling and to 3GPP TS 24.333 [xx] for the possible values of the range.
