Previously, in TS23.303 the TTL is used to indicate the validity time of the ProSe Application Code in the Discovery Filter. Now it is applied to the whole Discovery Filter.

TS 29.345, section 6.3.22, still states that the AVP ProSe-Validity-Timer is applied to the ProSe Application Code. It is correct when the ProSe-Validity-Timer is used for an annoucing authorization, but not correct when the ProSe-Validity-Timer is used for a monitoring request.
