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1. Overall Description:

CT4 would like to inform CT1 on the progress of the study on the P-CSCF restoration for WLAN with the last available version of the technical report TR 29.826 (attached), in particular for the impacts over interfaces under CT1 responsibility:
-
SWu interface and WLCP Protocol for trusted WLAN;

-
IKEv2 extensions for untrusted WLAN.

An IKEv2 extension is needed to allow the UE to transfer the UE capability indicating the support of the P-CSCF restoration extended mechanism over an untrusted WLAN to the ePDG. CT4 identified two solutions described in subclause 6.3.2.1.4 of TR 29.826 and hereafter summarized:
- 
Define a new IKEv2 configuration attribute to be used for carrying the UE capability.

-
Define a new IKEv2 configuration attribute which will be a generic container to carry new 3GPP parameters, initially the UE capability one and then others expected in upcoming Rel-13 features. 

In both cases, the new configuration attribute will then be interworked by the ePDG into corresponding parameters in the APCO information element to PGW over S2b.
CT4 would like CT1 to indicate their choice for one of the above solutions, or for any other one, and the necessary actions to be undertaken towards IETF to allow a timely completion of the normative work for Rel-13.
