GTP-U messages with defined replies: Classification of Initial and Triggered Messages

An Initial message is a GTP-U message that is not triggered as a response to another GTP-U message across the given interface.
The expected reply to a Request message is a Triggered message and the reply has the same message name as the Request but with "Response" replacing "Request". GTP-U messages (see subclause 7.2) are classified as follows:

· Echo Request: Initial message, which triggers a response.

· Echo Response: Triggered message, which has no response.

· Encapsulated T-PDUs: Payload data, which has no response.

· Error Indication: Initial message, which may trigger a request, as specified in TS 23.007.

· Supported Extension Headers Notification: Initial message, which has no response. The receiver should stop sending the Extension Header type, which is not supported by the peer.

End Marker: Initial message, which has no response. However, after End Marker was received, if more G-PDUs arrive via the given GTP-U tunnel, the receiver shall discard these G-PDUs.
