The Additional PRA Indication (APRAI) flag in octet 4 shall be set to 1 if the PGW/PCRF/OCS has requested the reporting of change of UE presence in a PRA Set. In such a case, additional Presence area information, including the Additional Presence Area Identifier(s) and the information whether the UE is inside or outside of this PRA, for each individual PRA(s) within the PRA that the UE has newly entered or left shall be present and encoded from Octet 9 onwards. Each individual Presence Reporting Area Information is encoded in 4 Octets. The Presence Reporting Area Identifier in the Octets 5 to 7 shall be set to the PRA Set ID. 
The Presence Reporting Area Identifier in octets 5 to 7 shall be present and shall contain the identifier of the Presence Reporting Area the UE is entering or leaving. It shall be encoded using full hexadecimal representation (binary, not ASCII encoding). The Presence Reporting Area Identifier is defined in subclause 19.10 of 3GPP TS 23.003 [2].

The Inside PRA flag (IPRA) shall be set to 1 if the UE is inside or enters the Presence Reporting Area identified by the PRA Identifier.

The Outside PRA flag (OPRA) shall be set to 1 if the UE is outside or leaves the Presence Reporting Area identified by the PRA Identifier.

Either the IPRA or the OPRA flag shall be set to 1, not both.
