Reference Location Information
The Reference Location Information contains the reference location for the Private User Identity (e.g. line identification in the case of fixed line access). It is defined in 3GPP TS 29.228 [43] following the described concept in 3GPP TS 23.167 [89]. Private User Identities within the same IMS Subscription share their Reference Location Information.
The Reference Location Information is permanent subscriber data and is conditionally stored in the HSS and the S-CSCF.
