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1. Introduction
There are several FFS about Sx association release procedure, this paper clarifies the trigger initiates the Sx release procedure and removes the FFS. 
2. Reason for Change
For OAM reason, for example, some UPs may be selected to be out of service after offload all the UEs, in idle time for efficient network purpose. In this case, both UP and CP can initiate the release procedure on command of OAM system.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS T29.244 1.1.0.

6.2.8
Sx Association Release procedure
6.2.8.1
General

The Sx Association Release Request shall be used to terminate the Sx association between the CP Function and the UP Function due to e.g. OAM reasons. The Sx Association Release Request may be initiated by either the CP function or the UP function.


6.2.8.2
CP Function behaviour

If the CP function initiates the Sx Association Release procedure to release an existing Sx association, the CP function: 

-
shall delete locally all the Sx sessions related to that Sx association when receiving the Sx Association Release Response with the cause code success.
If the UP function initiates the Sx Association Release procedure to release an existing Sx association, and when the CP function receives an Sx association Deletion Request, the CP function:
-
shall stop selecting this UP function;
-
shall move all ongoing sessions to an alternative UP function (if supported by the CP function):
-
shall delete all the Sx sessions related to that Sx association locally;

-
shall delete the Sx association and any related information (e.g. Node ID of the UP function);

-
shall send an Sx Association Deletion Response with a successful cause.

NOTE:
The CP function always accepts an Sx Association Release Request.

UP Function behaviour

When the UP function receives an Sx Association Deletion Request, the UP function:

-
shall delete all the Sx sessions related to that Sx association locally;

-
shall delete the Sx association and any related information (e.g. Node ID of the CP function);

-
shall send an Sx Association Deletion Response with a successful cause.

NOTE: 
The UP function always accepts an Sx Association Release Request.
If the UP initiates the Sx Association Release procedure to release an existing Sx association, the UP function: 

-
shall delete locally all the Sx sessions related to that Sx association when receiving the Sx Association Release Response with the cause code success.
